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Yearly international seminar of modern dance EGSTATUS was created by choreographer, producer, costume 
designer, Boris Caksirn.  The workshop of Valerie Green from New York was postponed for one year.  Green was 
going to be a guest of this seminar in April of 1999, but was unable to come because of the bombing of Yugoslavia.  
Miss Green was originally contracted to stay for a month, came for a short time of two weeks thanks to the Jewish 
Community Center for donating their space.  On August 7-19th Valerie taught a course in the Erick Hawkins 
technique, which is very graceful and elegant.  The expressive movement of this technique is melodic, and com-
poses interesting lines in space.  Demonstrated without the use of music, one can imagine the possibilities of the 
use of music to be endless.  The second part of the evening Valerie Green, presented a thoughtful dance inspired by 
our tradition.  She greeted the guests with bread, candle, and wine, and was then joined by the other seminar par-
ticipants.  She used old Serbian songs and inspirations from our national dances.  Valerie Green is trying to present 
to the American people the tradition of her ancestors.  All seminar participants performed genuine images of the 
author’s vision.  Valerie used old, almost forgotten national songs; whose words are full of emotion and meaning.  
The composer Vedran Vucic made this special arrangement for Miss Green.
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
